Today’s preventive maintenance programs in industrial environments often call for the 
ability to track key measurement parameters over a long period of time. A trend plot 

of the AC current in a motor, for example, can help you determine when the motor will fail. 
In order to track these long term trends you need a tool that will store multiple measurements 

with the ability to download them into a computer spreadsheet for tracking.

1. Make measurement
using voltage or cur-
rent probe.

2. Press the blue button.
3. Press the ∆/MEM but-

ton to access memory
menu.

4. Press softkey #1 (STO)
to store value.

5. Press softkey #4 (EXIT)
to exit menu. Repeat
steps 1 to 4 to store up
to 30 values.

6. Use the WSTRM interface
to transfer saved measure-
ments to your computer.

7. Drag and drop mea-
surements from a
WaveStar for Meters
software tabular sheet
into a spreadsheet pro-
gram to plot long-term
trends.
